Crescent. Pirton.

He explained; "It is quite a
long-standing piece of resear
ch. By stacking the chips on

top of each other we can then
form systems which can be
cmhccldcd Into particular
products. For the purposes of
the aw.ard we suggested look
ing at environmental meter
ing instruments to measure
things like air or water pollu
tion.

"We were absolutely
delighted to win the awanf.
There are certain types of de
velopment which It is ab

solutely impossible to get
funding for and the cash from
the award was tite only way
we could continue."

A tot of firms are already
showing an interest in the
idea and it is hoped the extra
funding will help find even
more applications for the
slacking system.
